
Adirondack Camp 2011 Equipment List

This list is designed for the 4-Week Camper. If you are a 2-Week Camper, you may reduce accordingly.
All items must be labeled with the camper’s name for laundry sorting

Clothing:
•	 4 Adirondack Camp Navy Blue T-shirts*(see below)
•	 3 Pairs of Navy Blue Shorts (the can be your own & are a required item)
•	 6-8 T-shirts (a mix of short and long sleeve)
•	 1-2 Sweatshirts (hooded optional)
•	 1 Warm Sweater or Polar Fleece Jacket (it can be cold at night)
•	 4-8 Pairs of Shorts (for daytime activities)
•	 3 Pairs of Long Pants (neat blue jeans are okay with belt if baggy)
•	 8-10 Pairs of Socks (campers change footwear often)
•	 8-10 Pairs of Underwear
•	 2-3 Appropriate Bathing Suits (no string bikinis)
•	 2-3 Pairs of Pajamas (1 warm)
•	 1 Raincoat with Hood

Bedding & Linen:
•	 2 Warm Blankets (washable)
•	 1 Pillow & 2 Pillow Cases
•	 2 Sets of Top Sheets (cot or twin size)
•	 2 Sets of Fitted Bottom Sheets
•	 2-3 Bath Towels
•	 1 Face Towel
•	 1 Beach Towel
•	 1 Mesh Laundry Bag

Toilet Articles:
•	 Shower Bucket/Tote (to carry shower items)
•	 Liquid Body Wash
•	 Shampoo and Conditioner (small size if 4 weeks)
•	 Toothbrush and Toothpaste
•	 Hair Brush and/or Comb (ponytail holders/scrunchies for girls)

Footwear:
•	 2 Pairs of Sneakers
•	 1 Pair of Water Shoes or Sandals
•	 1 Pair of Rain Boots
•	 1 Pair of Shower Shoes or Flip Flops
•	 1 Pair of Hiking Boots or All-Terrain Shoes (recommended for out of camp trips)

•	 Water Bottle (Nalgine or other)
•	 Sun Hat, Bandana, Sunblock/Sunscreen
•	 Flashlight with Extra Batteries (headlamp preferred)
•	 Sleeping Bag (for off site and last night use)
•	 Disposable Cameras (please keep expensive ones at home)
•	 Leather Feathers (fro returning Campers and Braves)

Suggested Items (as appropriate):
•	 Sunglasses and/or Hat (to protect from sun)
•	 Unscented, Non-aerosol Bug Repellent
•	 Swim Goggles
•	 Wet Weather Shoes or Boots, Rain jacket (mandatory)
•	 Portable Chess, Backgammon, and/or Cards (for rest hour and rainy days)
•	 Self-Addressed Envelopes, Pens and Pencils, and Stamps
•	 Books, Magazines, and/or Comic Books (for rest hour and rainy days)
•	 Photos of Family and Friends (can be put inside trunk lid)
•	 Favorite Stuffed Animal
•	 Dress Wear for Dances (tops, skirts, and sundresses are okay)
•	 Plastic Hangers (to take home at end of session)
•	 Plastic Set of Drawer (to take home at end of session)
•	 Crazy Creek Style Camp Chair (adjustable for campfires and gatherings)
•	 Small Battery Operated Lamp for the Cabin (pack extra batteries)
•	 Boots or Shoes with a 1/2 inch heel for horseback riding
